an implementation hierarchy. A High priority action indicates the jurisdiction will prioritize iteeimgntation

and apply for funding, if needed, as opportunities become available during the plan period of performance. This
does not prevent the jurisdiction from implementing other ranked actions; however, this provides a snapshot of
implementation prioty at the time of this plan update.
